Greetings. We have a lot to catch up on!  

 

Harvest 2008 

Harvest started this year the day before 

Labor Day, about the same as last year.

We will be pouring our 2004, 2005 

and 2006 Pinot Noir at this warm and 

inviting European-inspired oenoteca 

and gallery in Palo Alto. Owner 

Randy Robinson is a long-time 

proponent of the Slow Food 

movement, and Vino Locale reflects 

his support of local food, wine and 

art. Vino Locale has one of the best 

selections of Santa Cruz Mts. wines 

available - and it now includes Muns 

Vineyard! 

Vino Locale is located in a 103-year 

old Victorian on the historic register, 



This is the first year we have harvested off 

the entire 12 acres of Pinot Noir, and our 

first harvest from the 1-acre Syrah block. 

The Pinot yield this year was low, though - 

only about 1.5 tons/acre. Crop yields 

throughout the state were low, due to a 

killing frost in April that affected vineyards 

in Napa and everywhere. Although we get 

frost in a low swale in the vineyard every 

April, we got frosted elsewhere in the 

vineyard this Spring. And then high winds 

during flowering affected fruit set. Plus, 

although we irrigate, the lack of rain last 

winter contributed to smaller berries. The 

result of these climatic factors, though, is 

an incredible vintage for 2008. Watch for 

the 2008 wine to be fantastic!
